Always read and understand the instructions before using the equipment.
Employees will be properly and thoroughly trained before attempting to do any work with any

Disconnect tools when not using, before servicing, and when changing accessories such as blades,

Compressed air guns should never be pointed toward anyone. The user should never “dead-end”

Secure work with clamps or a vise, freeing both hands to operate the tool.
Avoid accidental starting. Do not hold fingers on the switch button while carrying tools.
Maintain tools with care. Follow instructions in the user’s manual for lubricating and changing

Remove all damaged portable air tools from use and tag them “DO NOT USE”.
Appropriate personal protective equipment must be worn to protect against hazards that may be
encountered while using pneumatic tools. Eye protection is required and face protection is

When changing bits, sockets, or attachments, the hose shall be disconnected.
Pneumatic tools that shoot nails, rivets, or staples, and operate at pressures more than 100 pounds
per square inch, must be equipped with a special device to keep fasteners from being ejected

Airless spray guns that atomize paints and fluids at high pressures (1000 Ibs. or more per square
inch) must be equipped with automatic or visual manual safety devices that will prevent pulling
